HANNAHõS TIPS  

Bow Hold  - Many young violinists try pushing the bow into the string using a straight thumb to create a loud sound.  This 

often results in a tight, harsh sound and can often lead to the left-hand tightening up in sympathy (which can result in poor 

intonation).  This term I would like to see every pupil address their bow hold (regardless of their standard), it is always a

difference from pulling to pushing that will make us rethink how we hold our bows.  I like to start with the right hand hanging 

from the arm and making a circle with the thumb and second finger.  It is these two fingers that form the basis of the bow 

hold.  Take hold of the leather strapping with these fingers, and now we must use the remaining fingers to balance.  The 

index should curl onto the bow and the back two fingers spread out.  Make sure you have a large gap between fingers for 

balance, and remember to keep fingers below the wrist.
